Pete Gillen was a Division I college basketball coach for 
30 years and owns a 393-221 career record. In addition, 
he is part of the great college basketball tradition in 
Greater Cincinnati having coached Xavier University for 
nine seasons and taking the Musketeers to their first 
Sweet 16 appearance in the 1990 NCAA Tournament.

Gillen is the winningest coach in Xavier basketball 
history with a record of 202-75, including seven NCAA 
Tournament appearances and one National Invitation 
Tournament. He is a member of the Xavier University 
Athletic Hall of Fame, the Greater Cincinnati Basketball 
Hall of Fame and the New York City Basketball Hall of 
Fame.Pete started as a high school coach in New York 
City for six years before moving into the college ranks 
as an assistant at the following schools: University of 
Hawaii, Military Institute, Villanova University and 
University of Notre Dame. 

It was in 1985 that Xavier hired Gillen as its head coach. 
Seven of his nine teams won at least 20 games as the 
Musketeers became the dominant program in the 
Midwestern Collegiate Conference. Gillen is also 
responsible for bringing Skip Prosser to Xavier, hiring 
him as an assistant coach on his first XU staff. At Xavier, 
Gillen coached all-time leading scorer Byron Larkin, 
all-time leading rebounder Tyrone Hill and assist leader 
Ralph Lee, in addition to future NBA stars Brian Grant, 
Derek Strong and Aaron Williams.

Gillen then went on to head coach at Providence and 
the University of Virginia. Gillen was also an assistant 
to Don Nelson for the U.S. National Team, which won 
a gold medal at the World Championship Games in 
Toronto in the summer of 1994. Gillen served as head 
coach of the U.S. Olympic Festival’s North Team in 
1993, leading that team to a 4-0 record and a gold 
medal. In 1991, he was an assistant for USA 
Basketball’s World University Games team which 
captured a gold medal with a 6-0 record in 
Sheffield, England. 

Gillen presently resides in Charlottesville, Va., with his 
wife Ginnie and children Brendan and Shannon. He is 
a college basketball analyst with the CBS College 
Sports Network.
